A dedicated shuttle service provided easy transfers between 
the wineries – making it simple to explore several stops throughout the evening. 

The twelve venues were spread across three municipalities, reflecting the diversity of the 
Alto Adige Wine Road. The traditional wine villages of Nals and Terlan and the vibrant wine 
city of Bolzano offered authentic insights into the craft of winemaking, showcasing the region 
in all its variety – from living wine tradition to the distinctive interplay of urban life and wine 
culture. 

The Wine Cellar Night, held annually in June, is one of the flagship events of the Alto Adige 
Wine Road Association and embodies its core philosophy: not merely to taste wine, but to 
truly experience it – at its place of origin, in direct dialogue with the winemakers who 
produce it with passion.
